Background

Council accepted Allyson Bursey’s resignation from the Downtown Board of
Management (DIA) on May 21, 2024. The DIA passed a Motion on November
13, 2024, to appoint Maureen Bentley to fill the vacancy on the DIA Board.

Pursuant to Section 204(9) of the Municipal Act, 2001, the Municipality may
refuse to appoint a person selected by the members of an improvement area,
in which case the municipality may leave the position vacant or direct that a
meeting of the members of the improvement area be held to elect or select
another candidate for the municipality’s consideration.

The DIA has requested that Council confirm this appointment for a term to
expire November 14, 2026.
